Graduation -Symphony and Concert orchestras will be playing for graduation on Sat., June 6th at 10:30 AM.  We meet at the school at 8:30 a.m. to load onto the busses to drive to Freedom Hill.
 String Camp -This fall, the annual Troy High Orchestra String Camp will be held on September 11 through 13, 2009 at Camp Copneconic in Fenton, Michigan, a large, beautiful camp with modern, comfortable facilities. We hope that all returning students will be able to attend.  String Camp weekend occurs during the first weekend of the new school year, so camp reservations must be made before the current school year ends in June. As such, Camp Registration documents will be distributed in about 2 weeks. It is very important that you complete those documents and return them to Mr. MacNair before the end of the school year. 

The String Camp payment will include a $30 production fee for the 2009-2010 school year. This fee covers various ancillary costs that are incurred over the course of the school year on behalf of your child (e.g., awards, refreshments, uniform cleaning, and transportation). It is tax deductible as a charitable contribution to OATH. If your child will NOT be attending String Camp, this fee is due by the end of the first week of classes in September; however, it can be paid and submitted along with the 2009-2010  Camp Registration forms so that your child’s orchestra paperwork for next year will be complete.
